
Mainsheet Strop Length

Measure from bearing point to bearing point of the strop itself, not  including 
any shackles, etc. Measurement should be a minimum of 240mm. Strops may 
be of Spectra, etc and fitted above or below the pulleys.

Hull weight correctors position

There is a good and a bad place to put correctors.  The rule states that the 
weight needs to be attached so that it is not easily removed.  This is for safety 
as well as practicality.  The weight should ideally be stored in the middle of the 
boat and as low as possible.  The picture below shows the best possible 
places.  It is also possible to attach it to the support under the mainsheet 
jammer block.

DonÕt attach the lead to the 
thwart.

Forestay Measurement

This should be 4140mm ± 20mm.  The following guide to taking this 
measurement is given by World Measurer Graham Hanna

“Rig the boat and lay it on its side. Pull the stays back so they are under some 
tension, ie remove all play in the rigging. Place the rotation arm in the central 
position with the hounds facing forward. Measure from the foredeck - level to 
and next to the bow fitting to the lower bearing point of the shackle pin at the 
hounds fitting.”

The measurement is taken 
to the lower part of the 
shackle pin.

Aim to not have the 
measurement on the edge 
of the limit as the rake 
changes all the time 
depending on washers and 
general wear.

The adjuster shown in the diagram is illegal.

Most people use a shackle to attach the 
forestay.  Other people may have their own 
methods though.



Hounds to Deck Measurement and Mast Insert

Deck to Hounds Measurement

Again, Manufacturers and suppliers are only human and do make mistakes.  
This is one that a British boat got caught on at the worlds.  It will be measured 
at the Nationals but a boat will not be disqualified under this rule this year.  On 
a mast bought from Signal Locker since it was taken over there will be a metal 
insert in the mast.  The bolt that holds the top of the diamonds in place will 
also go through this fitting.  The top section will then rest on the insert.  This 
has been described in one of Signal Lockers earlier newsletters.

A guide for measuring the hounds to deck measurement is given below.

With the boat on its side – measure from the fibreglass foredeck next to the 
mast step (not from the step itself) to the bearing point of the shackle pin at 
the hounds fitting. Be aware that a large amount of rig tension will compress 
and bend the mast, shortening this measurement. Have enough rig tension on 
to take the play out of the rig but no more to avoid this. Also note that if a new 
spacer or step washer is fitted there will be some packing down over time and 
allowance for this must be considered. Wear and tear on the mast washer will 
shorten this measurement. Hence avoid measuring too many months away 
from the event.
For a new spacer setting allow 6-8mm (3726-8mm) and recheck after a dozen 
or more outings. For a mast step washer allow approx 2mm packing down.

The rule states that the measurement should be a minimum of 3720 mm

This is the view looking down the inside of 
the bottom section.  This mast does not 
have an insert and so is illegal.

The insert would be seen where the bolt 
passes through the mast attached to the 
diamonds.

Shroud Pull-Backs

With the shroud slides all the way forward pull the handles straight back along 
the track. Measure from the aft most point of the metal track to the bearing 
point of the knot in whatever type of handle is used. Maximum length of the 
pullback is 150mm.
A direct 2:1 pulley system can now be used but the method of measurement 
for the line length is the same.

Whisker Pole Length

Manufacturers are only human and can make mistakes.  From the very end to 
the very end of the pole (including the fittings) should measure a maximum of 
2038mm.  Even if your pole is a few years old check this.  Over the years 
some of the poles have been as much as 15mm too long.
